This year's jellyfish swarm is one of the worst seen 
in Japan. Once considered a rarity occurring every 
40 years, they are now an almost annual occur-
rence along several thousand kilometers of Japa-
nese coast, and far beyond Japan. Scientists be-
lieve climate change—the warming of oceans—has 
allowed some of the almost 2,000 jellyfish species 
to expand their ranges, appear earlier in the year 
and increase overall numbers. The gelatinous 
seaborne creatures are blamed for decimating 
fishing industries in the Bering and Black seas, 
forcing the shutdown of seaside power and desali-
nation plants in Japan, the Middle East and Africa, 
and terrorizing beachgoers worldwide, the U.S. 
National Science Foundation says.  A 2008 founda-
tion study cited research estimating that people are 
stung 500,000 times every year—sometimes multi-
ple times—in Chesapeake Bay on the U.S. East 
Coast, and 20 to 40 die each year in the Philippines 
from jellyfish stings. A U.S. marine scientist at 
Western WA University, has found a correlation 
between warming and jellyfish on a much larger 
scale, in at least 11 locations, including the Medi-
terranean and North seas, and Chesapeake and 
Narragansett bays. In the short term, governments 
are left with few options other than warning bathers 
or bailing out cash-strapped fishermen.

; From: www.sherlockian.net/resources/paget 
press.html Although there have been many fine 
artists who have risen to the challenge of providing 
illustrations for the Sherlockian Canon, Sidney 
Paget stands out as the vanguard craftsman who 
literally created the personification of Sherlock 
Holmes. Those who followed Paget were mere 
imitators; some were good, and some were dispar-
aging, but they all mimicked Paget. Actors were 
chosen more for their resemblance to Paget's 
Holmes than they were for their artistry upon the 
stage, and that inclination continues to this day, 
more than ninety years after Paget's pen was laid 
down for the last time. The Paget Press was 
started to venerate the memory of Sidney Paget 
and to provide reproductions and memorabilia of 
his work to Sherlockians world wide.
