Says SOB Cameron Brandon:  There’s an excellent article, 
titled “How Sherlock Holmes Could Restore Faith in Science”  
about the hot-button issue of science and Sherlock Holmes at this 
link: http://www.medscape.com/viewarticle/878529  This doctor has 
an excellent quote about Holmes: “Reading one Holmes sto-
ry, The Hound of the Baskervilles, would help the public under-
stand what science entails. In my view, Conan Doyle’s descrip-
tion of a systematic approach to crime-solving elucidates the 
principles of the scientific method. Holmes would notice some-
thing, posit an explanation, gather data, and if it fit the explana-
tion, then mystery solved.

From our friends at MX Publishing:  The Trials of Sherlock 
Holmes by James Moffett ($14.95, also out on Kindle) opens on a 
cold London morning in 1887, and the discovery of a dead man in 
an abandoned house plunges Sherlock Holmes and Dr. John Wat-
son into a series of eight trying cases that will test the friendship of 
the two companions and threaten the safety of the country itself.

This time, 
Doyle is the narrator, writing in 1924 about events that begin on 
New Year’s Eve, 1893…The story really whips along, and what ini-
tially appear to be red herrings or pointless detours inevitably turn 
out to be crucial to the case…I am not a Ripperologist, but I suspect 
that the solution is going to surprise many readers.
