SOB Kris Hambrick’s Sherlock on Screen:  
A Christmas TradiƟon...Sherlock & BLUE 
     Many compliments of the season, dear readers! It is a Ɵme of tradiƟon, as well as a Ɵme of reflecƟng back on the 
year that's passed. (I, for one, am sƟll immensely graƟfied to have become part of the proud tradiƟon of recipients of 
the Footsteps of a GiganƟc Hound award, which I have treasured.) Another shared tradiƟon is our discussion of "The 
Blue Carbuncle," my recommendaƟons regarding which you may find in last year's December ediƟon of this illustrious 
publicaƟon. 
     We celebrate BLUE this Ɵme of year because it's as close as Canon came to a Christmas story. But it is another 
tradiƟon I wish to discuss today, dear readers, and that is the tradiƟon of big box office Holmes for the holidays. More 
than one Hollywood Holmes producƟon has been released for the Christmas market, with varying results. While they 
might not be about Christmas, it's an interesƟng tradiƟon that, of late, has been more honored in the breach.  
     The first film to menƟon was not only released in December of 1985, but took  
place in December of 1870 with all the Dickensian Christmas trappings. It also had 
 a giant pyramid in the middle of London and early CGI marvels and Brian Cox's son 
Alan as Watson and yes, I am speaking of “The Young Sherlock Holmes.” It did not  
do well at the box office but is fondly remembered by people of a certain age. 
     Decades later, the Guy Ritchie helmed, Robert Downey Jr. led “Sherlock Holmes” 
was released on Christmas Day itself, which has become a huge day for moviegoing.  
Like “Young Sherlock Holmes,” it eschewed intellect for acƟon and featured an evil supernatural cult and (arguably) had 
a more compelling Watson than Holmes, but unlike its predecessor it broke box office records and spawned sequels. Or, 
a sequel, also released on Christmas day in 2011. I menƟoned above a certain observance in the breach—the past few 
years, a tradiƟon of announcing “Sherlock Holmes 3” would be released on Christmas Day and then announcing it had 
been pushed back another year has also become established.     
     I have one final film of note to menƟon in this line, and that is the almost universally‐panned comedy “Holmes and 
Watson,” which was released on Christmas and failed, during its run, to make back its budget. It remains to be seen 
whether other holiday releases will change the balance, or whether Hollywood has moved away yet again from big 
budget Sherlocks. Which is probably just as well—for Christmas cheer, the Granada "Carbuncle" will probably serve you 
as well as anything.

…his quiet office and the beginning of his writing 
career. As soon as he begins writing A Study in 
Scarlet, Holmes begins to loom over Sir Arthur. 
Literally, in a double-page illustration of the detective 
with pipe, magnifying glass, and dressing gown 
peering at a test tube held above the head of the 
author, who is seated at his desk. Every episode is 

 complemented by fantastic art. 
Some echo familiar images, such as 
the snarling hound on the moor and 
Holmes’s fatal struggle at the 
Reichenbach Falls. There are 
outstanding original compositions, 
including an array of elements of 
Conan Doyle’s early short stories 
and a full-page portrait of Holmes 
seated somewhere far away from

Jamila Waheed is ten years old, loves basketball, and 
has just moved into town. At their first meeting, 
Shirley Bones impresses her with some amazing 
deductions, and the two become fast friends. Instead 
of attending the different summer camps their mothers 
had chosen for them, they spend their days together at 
the basketball court. While practicing her three-
pointers, Jamila is intrigued by the stream of kids who 
come to talk to Shirley, as well as the peculiar

On the Trail of Sherlock Holmes by Stephen Browning, Pen and Sword History, 2022 

     I quite enjoyed this book. The author begins with a good biography of Arthur Conan Doyle, 
followed by seven Sherlockian walking tours in London and several others outside the City. He 
also included a Ɵmeline of the stories, informaƟon on actors who played Holmes and a Sherlock 
Holmes Miscellany.  
     I’ve read other walking tours of Sherlockian sites; Mr. Browning writes his in a fresh and 
interesƟng way and included maps you can read. He also included new informaƟon which was 
delighƞul someƟmes and always interesƟng and worthwhile. Even if you have not been to 
London, you will find the book fascinaƟng; if you could take it with you to London, you would 
have a wonderful Ɵme following the walks on site. Treat yourself and buy this book!

A Sound and Sight of Victorian London  

     Cobbles are rocks that have been rounded by being transported in water, like rocks in a river. Usually their size is 
between that of a large doughnut and a loaf of bread, and they have been used for thousands of years, to be set into 
roads to make their surface more durable and less likely to form ruts. Because they are rounded and the cement 
between blocks wears out over Ɵme, they can be difficult to walk on as anyone who has crossed Mermaid Street in Rye, 
England will aƩest—great for turning your ankle! Riding your bike over them is one, conƟnuous bumpy ride. A carriage 
ride must have been a trial. These Rye cobbles were set into the road by French prisoners of war during Napoleonic 
Ɵmes, and I think the street is the Frenchies’ revenge on the English!  
     This was the pracƟce in English towns since the Romans arrived, but in 
Victorian London, unƟl the 1890s, most of the streets were surfaced with  
wooden blocks. They would be easier to form into rectangular shapes and be 
flat on the top rather than curved, and were cheap, but would become very  
slippery and dangerous when wet. In the 1880s an animal welfare campaigner 
recorded watching at Ludgate Hill in central London on a rainy day as horse  
aŌer horse slid on the sloping road, some collapsing, falling and breaking their  
legs or geƫng pulled backwards by the load as they slid on the wood blocks. 
     In the 1890s, the wood was gradually replaced by “seƩs”, oblong cuts of  
granite or hard sandstone, cut to the length of the average horseshoe from  
heel to toe, to allow the horse to get a grip on the surface. These are sƟll seen around London, such as along the 
Thames near Tower Bridge, and it is these which would, with horseshoes and iron rimmed wheels, make the claƩering 
sound Sherlock would hear on the streets.

Sherlock Holmes…                           Continued from Page 5 
From SOB John Longenbaugh: I suspect it's because “Elementary” got so 
very dull so very quickly that people weren't even aware it was on after a 
couple of seasons, assuming they were seeing re-runs of earlier forgettable 
episodes. (Whereas fans of Sherlock to this day refuse to acknowledge that 
it ever had a Season 4.) 
From SOB PaƩ O’Neil: Though I have always believed that Watson could be 
portrayed as a woman, I never liked “Elementary.” I have always consid-
ered myself an "uber" fan, but when you have no appreciation of the actors 
playing Holmes & Watson it automatically gives the production three 
strikes and out! (And believe me, I've seen some awful portrayals.) 
From SOB Larry Raisch: This list hardly rates a comment. Not only is it 
inaccurate, it does not even conform to other lists on the same site. For 
example, The Best Sherlock Holmes Movies and TV Shows By Release Order 
<< Rotten Tomatoes – Movie and TV News. Even ignoring the numerous, 
more highly rated entries on this second list, which do not feature a "critics 
consensus," "The Great Mouse Detective" is ranked higher than some of 
those on this "10 Best List." This appears to me to be a fluff piece, represent-
ing no serious scholarship. Even as an editorial, this might be one person's 
opinion and not a "best" of anything.

    Will we ever see Sherlock again? Not the character of Sherlock Holmes—Arthur Conan Doyle's iconic detective 
has been played for the last 100 years and will be played for the next 100 years—but will we ever see Benedict 
Cumberbatch pull on the deer stalker again and partner up with Martin Freeman's John Watson? It's looking 
doubtful. 
     The last time the pair were on screen was in 2017, for a three-part season that aired just after Christmas. After 
that, nothing. The last update we had came in May of this year from Steven Moffat, who, along with Mark Gatiss, 
created the take on the character that Cumberbatch made his own. 
     Promoting “The Time Traveler’s Wife, a show since banned by HBO, Moffat told the 
Radio Times, when asked if he wanted to return to Sherlock: “I'd do Sherlock again 
tomorrow, why ask me?” he said. “Mark would do it tomorrow, Sue [Vertue, producer]  
would do it tomorrow—we'd all just do it again. It’s down to Benedict and Martin. They 
were very loyal to that show over a very long while when it was out, when it definitely 
became their lowest-paying job.” He continued: “And I don't think that's necessarily what 
they want to do now—fair enough, absolutely fair enough. But if anyone thinks I'm the one 
getting in the way, I will confidently tell you I would start writing it tomorrow, if every-
body else did too.”
